The Village Hall has served the Threlkeld community well for over 100 

years. We have now drawn up a detailed scheme for its complete 

revitalisation, designed to create a facility which will last another 100 years.  

 

Our scheme is very ambitious. It involves a blend of the traditional building 

and an extension which is deliberately modern but in keeping with the old. 

It will provide top quality community facilities - warm, comfortable, energy 

efficient and fully accessible to disabled people. The scheme also 

incorporates a coffee shop on a second floor; this will be operated as a 

community enterprise for the benefit of the village generally, and is 

essential to ensure the continued viability of the Hall as a community 

centre. 

  

Such a scheme is expensive. We are applying to a range of organisations to 

secure funding on the scale required. However, we have to play our part 

locally, and are committed to raising a significant amount of money 

ourselves. This we are doing through all sorts of village fundraising events 

and activities. However, we also need to secure individual contributions, 

large or small. You may be a local resident, a former resident, a relative 

of someone local, a second or holiday home owner, a visitor to our village 

– you will all we hope feel able to make a contribution to this challenging 

project for the benefit of Threlkeld now and for generations to come. 
 

This form encourages people to make donations in the form of Gift Aid. 

which allows us to boost the amount considerably by reclaiming the 

standard rate tax you have paid – currently 28p for every £1 donated. (If 

you declare the donation on your tax return and you pay tax at the higher 

rate, it will reduce your own income tax bill as well). To do this we need 

you to complete some details about yourself as shown on the opposite page. 

Donations can be in the form of cash or cheques. Place your donation in 

an envelope and send it to the address on this leaflet; leave it at the Post 

Office; or leave it in the box at the Village Hall. All donations will be 

acknowledged.
